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The course is designed to serve two purposes. One is to introduce basic
microeconomics to provide an analysis framework for public policy. The other
is to introduce public economics to explore governmental roles and functions,
government revenue and expenditure, as well as related problems of public
finance. In the part of microeconomics, the main contexts include concepts
and research methods of economics, demand and supply, market
mechanism, consumer theory, and firm theory. In the part of public
economics, the topics discussed are the nature of government, market failure,
welfare economics, public goods, externality, public choice, social assistance
and insurance, cost-benefit analysis, taxation theory and institution, deficit
finance, and local finance.
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
