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By in-depth discussion and practice of different research methods, this course
aims to (1) equip students with capacity to conduct social research

independently and coherently and to appreciate literature in the field (2)
cultivate the interest of and commitment to social research (3) prepare for
thesis writing and completion of M. A. requirement. While emphasizing on the
introduction of the philosophy of social science, this course also provides
opportunities for students to apply different research skills to their studies.
This course would start with discussion of the nature of social science and
end with the completion of a research proposal, as a stepping-stone to a M.A.
thesis. To fulfill the requirement of this course, students are also requested to




make an oral presentation inthe class, to write weekly comments on assigned
readings and to take a final exam.
